We have a new online registration process.   
A. From camps website click on registration     
B Halfway down the page there’s a link ’click here to continue to online registration’.   
C. Next screen—right above the red ‘Browse Programs’ click on the ‘I’m new to online 

registration’ 
D. Fill in CAMPERS last name, birth date mm/dd/yyyy (include back slashes), click on 

find me and it should pull up your camper.—if not please call or e-mail Debbie. 
E. Set up a username and password. The first character in the password must be a letter. 
F. Be sure the branch bar says (80) Greater Manchester Family YMCA - Summer Camps 
G. Click on the Summer Camps Folder  
H. Click on Camp Mi-Te-Na and select your weeks.  You must agree to the Parent Con-

sent Form to continue. 
I.  Fill in/correct/update info on registration page.  Remember there is a ONE TIME 

$40.00 registration fee. 
J.  The next screen is the payment screen with the default set for the $100.00 minimum 

payment.  You may pay more if you’d like. 
K. Once we have received your registration we will set up the auto payment for the month 

(May, June or July) your payment is due.
